As the inventor of the MRI, Dr. Damadian is highly respected in the inventor community and has been honored with numerous awards.  Dr. Damadian is a recipient of the National Medal of Technology (1988), an inductee of the National Inventors Hall of Fame (1989) and a Lemelson-MIT Lifetime Achievement Award Winner (2001).
